The term first appeared in 1984 when adopted as
part of the Commission on Colleges of the Southern
Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS) revision
of their institutional accreditation

requirements. SACS used this ferm because they
thought the term “assessment” was too contentious
after the publication of A Nation at Risk.
