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Tab 1.2 includes units attempt/earn in first term and first academic year, first term GPA, retention/success, fall to
spring persistence and % of students who were prior special admit at AHC.

1.2 First Term Outcomes
Retention=% of courses students are enrolled at end of a term. Success=% of courses students received a grade of 'C' or better.

Fall to spring persistence (F25)=% of students enrolled fall term that enrolled in subsequent spring term.

Percent of fall students who attempted 12+ units and who completed 12+ units in their first term.
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Tab 1.4 is time/units to earn a degree and time/units to transfer to a 4 year school
